ARTICLE  I

THE ASSOCIATION OF AVIATION ORDNANCEMEN 

                        EDUCATIONAL FOUNDATION

The name of this Foundation is The Association of Aviation Ordnancemen Educational Foundation, herein called “The Foundation.”

ARTICLE  II

OBJECTIVES

Section 1.


The objectives of The Foundation shall be to establish, maintain and support an educational fund.  The fund will be used to support a scholarship or scholarships, which shall be dedicated to the Memory of CDR Robert L. Crow and shall bear his name.

ARTICLE  III
BASIC POLICIES

Section 1.


The Foundation shall be governed by the basic policies set forth in The Foundation’s Charter and these Bylaws.  Events not covered in these Bylaws shall be governed by the Bylaws of The Association of Aviation Ordnancemen, Roberts Rules of Order, or a quorum of The Foundation’s Board of Directors.

Section 2.


The policies and procedures required for the administration of awards, accounting (budget and spending), Board of Directors meetings, and day-to-day business responsibilities shall be promulgated as Appendix A of these Bylaws.  The President shall appoint appropriate committees and/or officers as agents for review and update of these procedures.  The Vice President shall review policies, procedures, and the format of Appendix A.  The Board of Directors shall approve all administrative policies and procedures.  

Section 3.


The Foundation shall be nonprofit, noncommercial, nonsectarian, and nonpartisan.  The Foundation shall be organized under Delaware Nonprofit Corporation Law exclusively for charitable purposes within the meaning of Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or the corresponding section of any future federal tax code.  The Foundation shall not, except to an insubstantial degree, carry on or engage in any activities or exercise any powers that are not in furtherance of the stated purposes.  The Foundation shall not carry on any activities not permitted of an organization exempt from Federal Income Tax under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code or the corresponding provisions of any future federal tax code, or of an organization, contributions to which are deductible under Section 170(c)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code or the corresponding provisions of any future federal tax code.

Section 4.


The property, assets, profits, and net income are dedicated irrevocably to the organization and shall not inure to the benefit of any of its officers, directors, or to the benefit of any one individual.  No part of the net earnings of The Foundation shall inure to the benefit of, or be distributable to its officers, directors or other private persons, except that The Foundation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of the purposes set forth in these Bylaws.

Section 5.


Upon the dissolution of the corporation, assets shall be distributed for one or more exempt purposes within the meaning of section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or the corresponding section of any future federal tax code, or shall be distributed to the federal government, or to a state or local government, for a public purpose.  Any such assets not so disposed of shall be disposed of by a Court of Competent Jurisdiction of the county in which the principal office of the corporation is then located, exclusively for such purposes or to such organization or organizations, as said Court shall determine, which are organized and operated exclusively for such purposes.

Section 6.


No substantial part of the activities of The Foundation shall be the carrying on of propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and The Foundation shall not participate in, or intervene in (including the publishing or distribution of statements) any political campaign on behalf of or in opposition to any candidate for public office.  The Foundation shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried on (a) by a corporation exempt from federal income tax under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, or the corresponding section of any future federal tax code, or (b) by a corporation, contributions to which are deductible under section 170(c)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code, or the corresponding section of any future federal tax code.

ARTICLE  IV
MEMBERSHIP
Section 1.


The Foundation shall have no members.

ARTICLE  V

OFFICERS AND THEIR ELECTION

Section 1.


The Officers of The Foundation shall be President, Vice President, Secretary/ Treasurer, and Board of Directors.

Section 2.


These officers shall be elected by a majority vote of the Members of the Board of Directors of The Association of Aviation Ordnancemen, herein called “The Association”.  With one exception, all officers must be dues current regular Members of The Association.  The exception is one Member of the Board of Directors must be a dues current Member of the Auxiliary to the Association of Aviation Ordnancemen.

Section 3.


The term of office for all Officers shall be three years.  Initial terms expired in:

A. President 2008.

B. Vice President 2007.

C. Secretary/Treasurer 2014. 
D. .One Board of Directors 2006.

E. Two Board of Directors 2007.

F. One Board of Directors 2008.

Section 4.

The Board of Directors will consist of four (4) members (one member will be an 

Auxiliary Member).

Section 5.


Installation of officers shall take place at the beginning of The Association’s Board of Directors meeting following the convention/symposium banquet.  Newly elected officers shall be sworn in; The Oath of Office will be given by the President or Vice President of The Association.

Section 6.


Vacancy in office shall be filled without delay.  The Association’s President will fill the vacancy by appointment with ratification of the Association’s Board of Directors.  The appointed officer will serve out the remaining term for that office.

ARTICLE VI

DUTIES OF OFFICERS

Section 1.


The President shall preside at all Board of Directors meetings and all official functions of The Foundation.  The President, with ratification of the Board of Directors, shall appoint the Chairperson of all committees.  The President shall represent The Foundation in all matters concerning the good of the order.

Section 2.


The Vice President shall act as an aide and advisor to the President, shall be kept informed on all matters concerning the office of the President and shall perform the duties of the President in the absence of that officer.

Section 3.

The Secretary shall keep accurate records of the proceedings of all meetings of the Board of Directors.  The Secretary shall be prepared to refer to minutes of previous meetings, prepare a summary of all unfinished business for the President and conduct all the necessary correspondence of The Foundation.  The Secretary is responsible for the development and maintaining of Appendix A.

Section 4. 

The Treasurer shall receive all monies for The Foundation and shall deposit them in the name of The Foundation, in bank/credit union accounts (savings, checking and certificates of deposit or their equivalent) approved by the Board of Directors.  The Treasurer shall submit, for the Board of Directors approval, an annual budget.  The Foundations fiscal year ends May 31st.  The Treasurer shall pay out sums as authorized by the Board of Directors.    Candidates for the Office of Treasurer shall undergo a background investigation conducted by the Nominating Committee of The Association to determine suitability, fiscal responsibility, and satisfactory background to meet standing bonding criteria.  The certification of candidates by the Nominations Chair of The Association shall satisfy any bonding requirement.

Section 5.


The Board of Directors shall conduct necessary business between the annual Board of Directors meetings and such other business as may be referred to it by The Foundation or The Association.  The Board will approve the annual budget.  It will authorize the Treasurer to expend funds as budgeted.  Emergency/unbudgeted expenditures exceeding five percent (5%) of the approved budget will require prior approval of the Board.  Individual line items within the budget may exceed this five percent (5%), however the total budget cannot.  The Board shall create such standing committees as are deemed necessary to support the Charter of The Foundation.  It shall present to The Association’s Board of Directors a complete written report of all action taken in Board of Directors meetings during the year.  Funds bequeathed to The Foundation and not designated for a program, i.e., scholarship or operating fund etc. shall be distributed by the Board of Directors to Foundation accounts in the best interest of The Foundation.

Section 6.


Each officer, upon the expiration of the term of office or in the case of resignation or removal, shall release to the President without delay, all records and other material concerning the office.  The responsibility for the officers expires upon swearing in of newly elected officers or acceptance of resignation.

Section 7.


Three Members of the Board of Directors shall constitute a quorum at any meeting of the Board of Directors.  The privilege of voting is reserved for elected Officers of The Foundation.  The President shall withhold his vote in order to break or cause a tie, whichever is in the best interest of The Foundation.

ARTICLE  VII
MEETINGS

Section 1.

The Foundation Officers shall meet annually during the Association’s convention/symposium. The meeting will normally be conducted in two parts, the first at the beginning of the convention/symposium and the second at the end.  Special meetings may be called by the President and must be called upon written request of at least two Members of the Board of Directors.  Due to the possibility of wide geographical separation of the Officers, meetings and votes may be conducted by phone or other electronic means as long as a quorum of the Board of Directors is present.  A written record of each Members’ concerns and/or vote must be maintained and read into the minutes of the next annual meeting of the Board.

Section 2.


All Members of The Association may attend the annual meeting; however the privilege of making motions and debating shall be limited to the Officers of The Foundation.

Section 3.


The privilege of voting is reserved for elected Officers of The Foundation.  The President shall withhold his vote in order to break or cause a tie, whichever is in the best interest of The Foundation. 
ARTICLE  VIII
COMMITTEES

Section 1.


There shall be standing committees created by the Board of Directors as may be required to carry out the Charter of The Foundation.

Section 2.


The President subject to the approval of the Board of Directors shall appoint the chairpersons of committees.

Section 3.


Reports of committees are due and shall be reported at the annual meeting.  Periodic reports may be required by the President.

Section 4.


The following standing committees are established:

A. Scholarship Selection Committee.

B. Bylaws Committee.

C. Reconciliation Review Committee
ARTICLE   IX
SCHOLARSHIPS, AWARDS, AND GRANTS

Section 1.


The Board of Directors shall develop and maintain a set of instructions and guidelines that the Scholarship Selection Committee must use to select the scholarship winners.  The instructions and guidelines will be part of Appendix A and can only be changed by the Board.

Section 2.


The Board of Directors shall develop and maintain a scholarship application to be called “The Association of Aviation Ordnancemen Educational Foundation, CDR Robert L. Crow Scholarship Application”.  Changes to the eligibility requirements must first be approved by the Board and sent to The Association’s Board of Directors for final approval.  All other changes  require only the Board’s approval.  The application will be part of Appendix A and shall be posted on The Association’s website.  The Board shall take other actions, as appropriate, to ensure widest dissemination of the application.  

Section 3.


The Board of Directors shall determine the number of and the amount of each year’s scholarships to be given under the name of the CDR Robert L. Crow Scholarship.  The total dollar amount for any one-year is subject to the following limitations:

A. After paying out the current year scholarships there must be sufficient funds remaining in the AAOEF and AAO scholarship accounts to maintain the same number of scholarships at the same amount for the next three years with $0.00 input to the account (i.e. 3 awards at $3,000.00 = $9,000.00 for that year, $9,000.00 x 3 (for the next 3 years) = $27,000.00). 
B. The Foundation shall expend not less than $20,000 towards the Robert L. Crow Scholarships annually until completion of stand down process.

Section 4.


The Board of Directors may elect to award additional scholarships, in any given year if donations are received from individuals or organizations that would warrant such an action.  In cases such as this the scholarship may be given in that donor’s name noting that it is a one time scholarship thanks to the donor’s generosity.

ARTICLE  X

AMENDMENTS

Section 1.


Proposals for amendment to these Bylaws will be submitted to the Board of Directors.  The Board shall act on all proposals within 60 days from receipt.  Should the Board vote to accept the proposal it must be sent to The Association’s Board of Directors for review and approval.

Section 2.


These Bylaws can only be amended by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of The Association’s Board of Directors.
